Timeline

We expect planning and approvals to be obtained
over the next 18 to 24 months.

Parking & Traffic

Walker is working with traffic consultants to ensure
appropriate traffic solutions are implemented
throughout the development process.

Pedestrian movement

As part of the staging plans for the development,
new pedestrian routes will be provided to ensure
adequate access throughout the city.

Demolition & construction

Walker will work closely with local businesses
throughout the construction period to assist in
Minimising disruption and inconvenience.

Desigh & landscape

The design is in the early stages of the project.

As part of the detailed design process, heritage
consultants will advise how we best represent the
city’s history and landscape.

Business operation

During the construction of Parramatta Square the
precinct brought thousands of daily construction
jobs into the city which boosted retail spending
keeping some of the retailers busier than ever.
